When entering the river
from the lake around noon, we enjoyed the scenery of the floating
village and the views of flying wild birds.. We could see the
buildings of Phnom Penh, and finally we arrived at the port at 16:00.

It was a seven-hour voyage (+ a stopover of 2 hours). It is more
expensive than the bus, and slower than the flight. What can
people hope for from the boat trip? In the modern society where
everything is just a hurry and fast, I felt the flow of natural time
across my skin on the boat.

If you are in Cambodia, it is impossible that you have not
come across Khmer people wearing one of the traditional
scarfs called a 'Krorma'. Throughout history, Cambodian
people have been using Krormas as a part of their daily life.
From the glorious Angkor era, to the darkness of Khmer
Rouge regime, up until today, Cambodians still use Krormas
everyday as a scarf, as a skirt, as a hammock, or even as
headwear. The material of the Krorma indicates the social
status of the people. Some use a Krorma woven from cotton,
while others may use a silk Krorma, which is pricier.

Emphasising the long history of the nation, Cambodia is now
aiming to break the Guinness World Record for the longest
hand-weaved Krorma and bring her very own traditional scarf
onto the international stage.

Phnom Penh
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Phnom Penh Traffic is getting better

In Phnom Penh, the number of vehicles
increases year by year, and the congestion of city
traffic is a concern. Last year, traffic lights at 100
locations across the city were installed by
Japanese aid. In addition, the city bus increased
its routes to nine lines, and the number of
vehicles is also increasing with aid from Japan
and China. Although users are still limited, they
are increasing little by little. Although traffic
congestion in Phnom Penh is getting better at the
present time, it has not yet reached a fundamen-
tal solution.

In the meantime, two public city transportations
will be started from after April this year.
One is the water bus that connects Prek Phnov in
the northern part of Phnom Penh and Takhmao
city in Kandal province which is scheduled to
start in April. There are about 15 stops on the way
and 45 to 60 passenger boats will be working.

The other is an airport train connecting Phnom
Penh Railway Station and Phnom Penh
International Airport. It was scheduled to start
operation from 1 April, but some neighbourhood
residents have been protesting and the date of
starting operationa is probably going to be
delayed. However, the construction of the rail is
progressing and the operation is not expected to
be very late.
