Do you know that Cambodia is the world's top classified country for the catching and consump-
tion of freshwater fish per capita? The area of the country is only 0.12% of the land area of the
whole world, but in the country with the Mekong and the Tonle Sap (the largest lake in Southeast
Asia) with roughly 500 species, 3% of the world's freshwater fish, 13,000 species live there.

From the period before the Angkor dynasty, the Khmer people ate these freshwater fish, and
created a food culture with a variety of recipes and dishes. Today, 60% of the source of protein
for Khmer people is covered by freshwater fish and they have become their flesh and spirit.

In the special feature of this issue, we focus on the freshwater fish food culture in this country.
Do not be stupid and not eat freshwater fish when you stay in Cambodia. Ladies and gentlemen,

welcome to the Kingdom of Freshwater Fish!
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rted a survey on the distribution of freshwater fish inhabiting

ambodia since 2001. Since 2010, moved to Siem Reap and
olned various fish projects along with field research on fish.
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This time Krorma has made a picture book of "Edible Freshwater
Fish of Cambodia” supervised by Mr. Sato who is a researcher on
freshwater fish in Cambodia. He has been in Cambodia for 18 years
and surveyed the watersides in the country, from the rice fields,
to waterways and mountainous areas. Let's ask about the charm
of Cambodian freshwater fish!

Why are you doing research in Cambodia?

I was working at an aquarium in Japan. At that
time I met Cambodian freshwater fish in a fish
tank, and got interested about "This fish, how do
you live in the field?" I visited Cambodia in 2000,
and gathered fishes to study, but there was no
information of them. Now's my goal is to find out
what kinds of fish are living in the waters in
Cambodia, to make specimens of these fish and
illustrations and leave it for future generations. I
hope that it will be useful to future researchers.
Also I am crazy to meet them in the field, because
there are many unknown and mysterious species.

Which fish has the most impressive taste for you?

If it's just only about taste, I think "Mekongina
erythrospila” is best, but if you ask about the "most
impressive" it's different. About 15 years ago, when
I rode a motorcycle into the Cardamom mountains
where there is an unexplored area at 1,800 metres
high. There are unpaved roads, and also sometimes
I carried the motorcycle across the rivers and rock
rolls. I was so hungry and then I reached a lonely
village, but there has no food. So I requested the
villagers to bake a snakehead fish that I had
gathered for research, but had to eat them to
survive. It was so delicious! It was the moment
when I felt the happiest when [ ate freshwater fish.

How is most impressive episode?

When investigating in the field, of course, I also
collect them, but rare species inhabiting these
areas are very difficult to meet in the expedition
period, so I am also building a network with local
fishermen. I ask them to contact me if they catch
them. About seven years ago, I was looking for
very rare large eel, and a fisherman called me and
said "I got it!", so I got excited and hurriedly
headed to the fisherman's home. But when I
arrived at their home, there has just big eel's head
remain, and I heard "Too late, eels in our stomach".
I cannot forget the time when I got scared of
going home. However, through such surveys, I feel
the joy of communicating with fishermen who
understand my thoughts, cooperate and share the
moment when we meet new fish together.

Please give a comment to who will meet
freshwater fish in Cambodia from now.

I don't think it is an overstatement but the great
Khmer heritage and culture was created because
of abundant freshwater fish. There are lots of fish
dishes using such fish in Cambodia, so please try
to taste such fish dishes when you stay there!
What kind of figure? What name? How they are
living? I hope you get more information from the
picture book, and make it a more enjoyable meal.

Lesson 4: Head Massage

The causes of wrinkles are dryness of the skin
and flabbiness of the scalp. The recommenda-
tion to decrease the flabbiness of the scalp is
head massages.
